1. Nova Scotia Department of Education - Federal-Provincial Post-Secondary Infrastructure Projects

    Announced
Universities and college campuses across Nova Scotia will be busy with construction activity thanks to 25 economic stimulus projects worth $114 million. Premier Rodney MacDonald and Minister of National Defence Peter MacKay announced today, April 30, funding for the projects under the federal Knowledge Infrastructure Program. "These projects, which will be found from Sydney to Yarmouth, from the Valley to Halifax, will put Nova Scotians across the province to work," said Premier MacDonald. "In the short term, the projects will create and maintain jobs. In the long term, they will further contribute to the high quality of our post-secondary education system and the future prosperity of our province." 3. Cape Breton University - CBU Students Receive Funding for Summer Research

Convocation may be over, but CBU faculty and student researchers are well underway with their summer research agendas. Research continues year round at Cape Breton University, but activity peaks throughout the summer with more than 70 students working on the CBU campus.  Funding for these employment opportunities is available through CBU programs such as the Spring/Summer Research Awards and Research Project Grants and also from external funding agencies such as NSERC, SSHRC, CFI and NSHRF. “Here at CBU, undergraduate students have the opportunity to work directly with researchers, whereas at larger universities those opportunities are often restricted to graduate or masters students.” says Dr. David McCorquodale, Acting Dean of Research. Four CBU graduates have recently been awarded SSHRC Canada Graduate Scholarships.  These scholarships are valued at $17,500 each and will enable Justine Couture-MacDonald, Ashley MacIntosh, Kelsey Peters and Janet Warner to pursue Masters study in the areas of History & Fine Arts, Psychology, Business and Psychology, respectively. 5. Saint Mary’s University – BioBlitz 2009

BioBlitz is a taxonomic survey that identifies as many different species as possible in a 24-hour period in a specific wilderness area. BioBlitz is designed to increase the communities’ awareness of the scientific importance of biodiversity in our immediate neighbourhood, and the valuable services that various animal and plant species provide to improve the quality of our lives. This event brings elements of scientific research, education and competition together. 6. Dalhousie University – Dalhousie on the Shortlist for 'Super Chairs'
Dalhousie University is in line for two of Canada’s “super chairs” – the Canada Excellence Research Chairs.

Each chair brings with it $10 million in funding to be used by the university to attract a world-class researcher. “This is a chance of lifetime to bring top-drawer, Nobel-laureate-style researchers to Dalhousie,” says Martha Crago, Dalhousie’s vice-president research. The Canada Excellence Research Chairs (CERC) program was created by the federal government last year; it is designed to attract and keep the highest calibre of researchers in this country. Dalhousie was among 17 universities to see its proposals among the 40 on the shortlist. Proposed are the Canada Excellence Research Chair in Developmental Immunology and Immunosenescence and the Canada Excellence Research Chair in Ocean Science and Technology. “With two successful proposals, we did very well in the G13 (the group of leading research-intensive universities in Canada),” says Dr. Crago. “Vaccinology and ocean studies are both very strong areas for us and we are expecting to get both of them. After all, when you compete, you compete as strongly as you possibly can.” Shortlisted for Super Chairs 
7. Acadia University - University Marks the 125-year Anniversary of First Female Graduate
Acadia University will award more than 800 degrees during Spring Convocation on May 10 and 11 in Convocation Hall. Students will graduate from the faculties of Arts, Pure and Applied Science, Professional Studies, and Theology. The Acadia University President’s Award for Entrepreneurship will also be presented to Middleton resident Shae Griffith, owner of four businesses and a supporter of community and educational entrepreneurship. During the convocation ceremonies, Acadia will mark the 125th year since it granted a degree to its first woman graduate, Clara Bell Marshall. Marshall was the second woman in the Commonwealth to obtain a degree. In honour of that occasion, all of the honorary degree recipients will be women. Each of the four honourees has made outstanding contributions to society: singer Measha Brueggergosman, community builder and educator Edith Cromwell, nutritionist and author Susie Langley (’61), and Baptist educator Dr. Lois Mitchell. 125-year anniversary of first female graduate
8. St. Francis Xavier University - StFX President Dr. Sean Riley Once Again Named to Atlantic Business

    Magazine’s Top 50 CEOs

For the second time in three years, StFX President Dr. Sean Riley has been named to Atlantic Business Magazine’s Top 50 CEOs. The 2009 recipients were announced at a gala event May 7 at the World Trade & Convention Centre in Halifax, NS. Approximately 650 people joined the magazine in its 11th annual salute to Atlantic Canadian corporate leadership excellence. Dr. Riley is once again acknowledged for his leadership in making StFX nationally recognized as Canada’s premier undergraduate university. He was first named one of Atlantic Canada’s Top 50 chief executives in 2006, the year he marked his 10th anniversary as president of StFX. His influence has been widespread at StFX since he became president in 1996. Mount President and Vice-Chancellor, Kathryn Laurin has been named one of Atlantic Business Magazine’s 2009 Top 50 CEOs.  Since joining the University in 2006, President Laurin has spearheaded the development of the University’s strategic plan, Destination 2012 and continues to drive its implementation.  She is also directing the Mount’s $16-million capital campaign that will help bring to fruition the development of a new Teaching, Learning and Research Centre, as well as scholarships and an endowed chair in learning disabilities. President Laurin has brought to the university an eclectic mix of experience as an accomplished conductor, academic, and administrative leader. This past year she and her senior administrative team have focused on the development of a new academic plan, a business plan and key strategic enrolment initiatives to address enrolment challenges. 10. Acadia University - New Lab for Health and Environment Research at Acadia
Acadia chemistry researcher Dr. Anthony Tong has been awarded $129,000 from the Canadian Foundation for Innovation (CFI) to support the establishment of a Laboratory for Investigating Ultratrace Organic Contaminants. The new lab will provide insight into human health and environmental issues through its capacity to test for millions of organic compounds in a variety of samples. “When you watch the popular TV show CSI, you see the type of machines that will be in place in this laboratory,” Dr. Tong explains. “We can analyze samples to determine what compounds are present with an amazing level of detail and accuracy. So it is both selective and quantitative. To put it in layman’s terms, I can find the equivalent of a person on the whole surface of the Earth.” “The investments at Acadia University and others will further enhance our country’s reputation as a destination of choice for outstanding researchers,” said Dr. Eliot Phillipson, President and CEO of the CFI.  “They will make our universities even more competitive when it comes to attracting the best and brightest researchers from around the world.” New Lab at Acadia
