4. Dalhousie University - 'Technology for life'
At Dalhousie’s School of Biomedical Engineering, faculty members like to talk about “technology for life.”

That’s a concept that connects basic research of biomedical devices to quality of life—linking discoveries made in the laboratory more directly to patient health. At the school, that’s done through teams of students and professors that bring together a combination of skills and expertise: the biomedical engineer with the ear surgeon to improve hearing aids, or the biomechanist with the orthopedic surgeon to design more effective implants for knee replacement surgery. And now those kinds of multi-disciplinary collaborations are being strengthened through a $1.6 million grant from the Natural Sciences and Engineering Research Council of Canada's (NSERC) new Collaborative Research and Training Experience Program, or CREATE for short. The money will allow the school to recruit and support top students for its master’s, PhD and post doctoral programs starting this fall, create core courses and workshops on biomedical technologies and set up work placements for students at medical device companies. 5. Nova Scotia Agricultural College - NSAC Staff Member Awarded Prestigious National Fellowship
A national fellowship winner has chosen to stay in central Nova Scotia in the same community where she grew up. Alisha Hannam is the proud recipient of the TD Insurance Meloche Monnex Fellowship in Advancement. Hannam started her fellowship at NSAC in early June and is one of only three to receive the national fellowship. Hannam was presented the prestigious award at the Canadian Council for the Advancement of Education’s (CCAE) annual conference. The national event in June attracted university professionals from across the country to Hamilton, Ontario. The fellowship is awarded annually to only three outstanding university and college graduates who have demonstrated leadership through their on-going work in alumni relations, fundraising, development, communications and student recruitment. Ten Nova Scotia students, who range in age from nine to 18, were honoured by Premier Rodney MacDonald and Education Minister Judy Streatch at a ceremony at Province House today, June 16. "Our youth are our greatest asset, our most powerful vehicle for positive change in a world that needs their idealism, their energy and their sense of purpose," said Premier MacDonald. "It is an honour to recognize their incredible achievements with these awards." The Premier's Power of Positive Change Awards recognizes public school students who demonstrate leadership organizing a school or community activity or show exemplary behaviour promoting positive attitudes. 10. Saint Mary’s University - Archaeology students revisit site of Roman villa
A professor from Saint Mary’s University is leading an international team of students to Italy this summer to unearth the remains of a Roman villa as part of a joint field school run by Saint Mary’s University and Mount Allison University.

The Field Study in Rome Archaeology, led by Dr. Myles McCallum, a professor in the Department of Modern Languages and Classics at Saint Mary’s, and Dr. Hans vanderLeest, Dean of Arts at Mount Allison University, will take place from June 27 until July 30 at the site of a Roman villa in San Felice (Puglia), Italy.  The villa was constructed in the late first century BC and abandoned in the late third century AD.  Although it was initially built by a private individual, likely a member of the Roman Senate, it was ‘appropriated’ by one of Rome’s emperors during the first century AD and as such served as part of the public sector of the Roman economy until its abandonment. The goal of the dig is to better understand the nature of imperial landholdings in south Italy, including issues related to commerce and slavery, and the process of cultural change brought about by the Roman conquest of Apulia.
