1. St. Francis Xavier University - Coady International Institute and ABCD Institute bring together experts from around the world to discuss citizen-led development

Due to CLLC’s interest in maintaining its high quality standard of education, the registration policy requires keeping student enrolment at an average of 200 students per day; CLLC is working hard to accommodate its waiting list students. 3. Cape Breton University - Hope Bursary launched at CBU - Helping Mature Students Help Themselves through Education
Today, Cape Breton University (CBU) launched the Hope Bursary, a unique new fund that will financially assist mature students pursuing their education at CBU. 6.  Landmark East School - NEW: ESL Program Offered to International Students
The English as a Second Language (ESL) program is available to our international students who bring a valuable perspective to our campus. International students who are from communities or countries in which standard English is not the primary language of communication will benefit from this program. These students may have learning exceptionalities and have difficulty meeting the expectations of Canadian curriculums because of their lack of proficiency in English. ESL students are those who may have had limited access to remedial schooling and/or have experienced significant gaps in their education due to their language difficulties. The ESL program is tailored to the individual needs of each student. ESL students have daily individual language tutorials that focus on developing specific language skill areas (listening, reading, writing and speaking) and learning strategies. In addition, students attend small classes that focus on improving students' expressive writing, grammar, vocabulary, pronunciation and conversational skills. 7. Mount Saint Vincent University - Third consecutive win for the Mount’s student branch of the Canadian Association of Foodservice Professionals 
For the third year in a row, Mount students have come up on top at the National Canadian Association of Foodservice Professionals (CAFP) Conference held in Calgary in June. “I was pretty ecstatic,” said Morag Townsend, outgoing President and current student in the Mount’s Applied Human Nutrition with dietetic internship program. “This win was a real surprise as the Mount student branch had won in 2007 and 2008. Three wins in a row is amazing but indicative of the commitment and hard work of the members.” The prestigious Student Branch of the Year Award is given once a year to the branch that excels in certain areas. The criteria include: student body membership recruitment, educational meetings, published articles, humanitarian projects, publicity, special awards and co-operation with professional branches. 8. NSCAD University - Sandy Graham wins international sculpture competition
NSCAD’s Sandy Graham has been named winner of the Trillium Public Art Competition, an international juried design event, sponsored by the Planning & Design Centre in partnership with the W.M. 9. Nova Scotia Community College - NSCC Congratulates Dalbrae Academy's Winning ROV Team
Dalbrae Academy of Mabou, Nova Scotia bested schools from all around the world during an international Remote Operated Vehicle (ROV) competition that took place from June 24-26 in Buzzards Bay, Massachusetts. The team won first place in the 2009 Marine Advanced Technology Education Centre's (MATE) International ROV Competition held at the Massachusetts Maritime Academy. Twenty-six student teams competed in the Ranger class of the competition. Dalbrae received top marks in every category. Dalbrae Academy's team members from grades 10 and 11 worked throughout the school year to construct their remotely operated vehicle. "We spent months designing and building our robot and testing it," said Keane MacLean, a grade 11 student. "We learned how to work together to solve problems and create a robot that could complete the underwater mission tasks accurately and quickly. This was an amazing opportunity and I see lots of career possibilities related to ROV's." The students received guidance throughout the year from their teacher advisor Ed Dunphy and mentors from Nova Scotia Community College (NSCC). Students used the wave tank at the Nautical Institute of the Strait Area Campus to test their ROV for buoyancy.
