1. Nova Scotia International Student Program – ESL Summer Camp
On July 31, 2009, ten excited students from Medellin, Colombia, arrived in Nova Scotia for a four-week ESL Summer Camp in Truro, Nova Scotia. The camp is located on the Nova Scotia Agriculture College in Bible Hill. The five girls and five boys were awarded bursaries through the Nova Scotia International Student Program (NSISP), Mayor and city of Medellin, Study Union (the official agent for NSISP in Colombia), and donors in Colombia. The public schools in Medellin have put an emphasizes on their students learning the English language. "The students come from low-income families and they are so grateful to be given the opportunity to come to beautiful Nova Scotia to learn English, meet new friends, and to experience a whole new culture," said Gloria Agudelo, chaperone from Study Union Medellin.

The students in grades 7, 9, and 10 were asked to fill out an application and write on essay on themselves and why they wanted to travel to Canada. The Mayor's office received 300 applications from various schools. The ten students who received the bursary represent six different public schools. When they return to Colombia they will give a presentation to the Mayor about their experience. David White, NSISP Chair, has travelled to Colombia on behalf of the NSISP and helped organize the bursary. "Each year we receive many Colombian students into the NSISP. It's a great opportunity for us to give back to a country that has strongly supported our program." 2.  Bedford Academy – Honoured to Host Olympian
Bedford Academy was honoured to host Olympian, Richard Dalton during our most recent School Assembly. Richard competed for Canada at the Athens 2004 Olympic Games in sprint canoe. This Haligonian has won two World Championship bronze medals and aims to win more medals for Canada at the 2009 World Canoe Championships which will be held in Dartmouth, Nova Scotia, as well a gold medal at the London 2012 Olympic Games.

3. Saint Mary’s University - Grants to physics professor boosts research funding at Saint Mary's
Dr. Adam Sarty, a physics professor at Saint Mary's University, is one of three collaborating physicists who recently received $420,000 in NSERC funding for physics research in Germany. He also received a $105,000 Discovery Grant from NSERC to continue his research in the United States. The $420,000 funding from the Natural Science and Engineering Research Council (NSERC) will help Dr. Sarty, Dr. David Hornidge (from Mount Allison University) and Dr. Garth Huber (from the University of Regina) spend the next three summers carrying out basic scientific research experiments at the Mainz Microtron (MAMI), an electron accelerator at Mainz University in Germany.

They will be joined in Germany by five students -- three of Dr. Hornidge's Mount Allison research students and two of Dr. Sarty's research students from Saint Mary’s (one undergraduate and one PhD student). Four of the students are recipients of prestigious Undergraduate Summer Research Awards from NSERC. The grant for the research work at MAMI will provide the professors and the students with an opportunity to use high-tech equipment to work on cutting edge physics overseas. Their research, led by Dr. Hornidge, focuses on experimental subatomic physics, otherwise known as nuclear physics. Grants to Saint Mary's University

6. Dalhousie University - Simulator lets doctors rehearse surgery
A Halifax brain surgeon this week removed a brain tumour after using a virtual reality-based neurosurgical simulation system. This advanced technology is tailor made for patient-specific planning – a medical advance not yet available anywhere else in the world. This innovative neurosurgical simulator signals a significant leap forward in patient care and safety, allowing doctors to rehearse complex surgeries long before a patient enters the surgical suite. The realistic and elaborate simulation was constructed using the patient’s own detailed brain imaging studies performed in Halifax.

“This technology will make brain surgeries safer for patients, and will be used to train the next generation of surgeons at Dalhousie Medical School,” says Dr. Ryan D’Arcy of the National Research Council and Dalhousie University. “Innovative health care solutions, such as the virtual reality neurosurgery simulator, enable us to deliver top-quality medical care to Canadians.” Dalhousie's Simulator
