5. McInnes Cooper - Significant Amendments to Nova Scotia’s Companies Act Approved, June 19, 2008
Canada and the United States entered into the Fifth Protocol (the “Protocol”) to the Canada-U.S. Income Tax Convention (the “Treaty”) on September 21, 2007.  Canada completed all of the domestic steps to ratify the Protocol on December 14, 2007 when Bill S-2 received royal assent.  The Protocol will come into force once it has been ratified by the United States and the two countries have formally notified each other in writing of the ratification.  The United States has not yet completed the domestic steps to ratify the Protocol.  From a substantive perspective, the Protocol unfortunately contains a number of unpleasant surprises such as a new rule Article IV 7(b) (the “Anti-hybrid Rule”) denying treaty relief on certain payments by hybrids (the Canadian hybrid is the unlimited liability company (the “ULC”). Nova Scotia Companies Act
